
A Bill to Allow Cameras in Federal Courts 

	
	BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS HERE ASSEMBLED THAT:
SECTION 1.	Any member in a federal courtroom in the United States shall be allowed to use a camera 
SECTION 2.	A camera will be defined as a device for recording visual images in the form of photographs, film, or video signals 
[bookmark: _GoBack]SECTION 3.	The US Department of Justice will be responsible for making this change and ensuring anyone in a federal court is allowed to bring a camera and record what they wish
SECTION 4.	This bill will take effect be put into effect on January 1, 2020
SECTION 5. 	All laws in conflict with this legislation are hereby declared null and void.
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
